We, as an Outreach Commission, have begun thinking about 
the Outreach budget for 2017. We would like to invite the 
congregation to give input on what it might look like before 
a recommendation is made to church council. 
 

The current Outreach budget contributes to both global and 
local needs, as well as both long-term and newer HMC 
commitments. For reference, here are some examples: 
Mennonite Mission Network $40,000, South Central 
Conference $17,000, Mennonite Central Committee $7000 
(budgeted: HMC gives more to MCC through designated 
giving), Schowalter Villa Good Samaritan Fund $5000, 
Christian Peacemaker Teams $1800, and Care Portal 
Ministries $1200—complete budget available in 2015 
Annual Report.   
 

We would like to hear your feedback on these questions: 
 What values would we like to see reflected in our 

budget? (such as global, local, missionary, peace and 
justice, broader church mutual care, and 
congregational ministries) 

 What areas of HMC’s Outreach budget would you 
like to see changed or prefer to remain at present 
levels?

Questions on Outreach Budget 

As we look toward the future, we also recognize important 
moments in our past. The following was adapted from an 
article written by John F. Murray for the November 2001 
issue of “Hopewell Happenings.” This message is still 
applicable today in 2016.                           - Clayton Gladish 

 

September 12, 2001 found us headed for 
Hesston, Kansas. On Sunday, September 16, 
we attended the first service of the Hesston 
Mennonite Church. In that service the 
congregation was dedicating a sculpture 
carved from a solid piece of walnut wood by 
Paul Friesen. 
 

The congregation had commissioned him to 
make a sculpture to represent the Hesston 
congregation that they might put on display in 
their church building. As he studied that large 
piece of walnut wood and began to carve, he 
saw a congregation that had come from many 

places and backgrounds with varying ideas and practices 
held together by the bonds of Christian love, faith, and 
purpose in Christ Jesus.  
 

Following this vision his Transformation Sculpture took the 
form of several vines growing up, entwining and held 
together at the top by a small bond that gave stability to the 
whole sculpture.  On the way up some of the branches 
merged with other branches.  A couple just dead-ended.  
Some branches made twists and turns so that they wound up 
in places and in directions that differed from their starting 
points. 
 

As we listened to Paul’s explanation of what the sculpture 
meant to him, many of us could not help but relate the 
sculpture to the tangled strands in our personal lives, our 
families, churches, nation, world, and the tangled mass of 
rubble, still fresh in our minds, that was once the World 
Trade Center in New York City, the Pentagon in 
Washington D. C. and the airplane that crashed near 
Shanksville, PA.  
 

Let us pray that the Lord will transform the tangled strands 
of our relationships with the nations and peoples of the 
world so that we may have peace again.   Let us also pray 
that the Lord will transform the tangled strands of our 
personal lives, families, congregations, denominations, 
communities and media.

Excerpts from Isaiah 43 were written on the whiteboard to 
kick-off the lesson: “Do not fear, for I have redeemed you; I 
have called you by name, you are mine… Because you are 
precious in my sight, and honored, and I love you.” Patrice 
LeFevre went on to explain how being called by a special 
name was and is important to people. To bring the point 
home, she gave a real-life example of the importance of 
having a name: “We are no longer Club 56 and JYF, we are 
something new.” 
  

You see, we are trying something different this year. The 
success of SHINE and bi-weekly Club 56 on Wednesday 
nights inspired certain persons to wonder, “Is there a way 
we can keep the momentum going?” Out of that question 
and several meetings with interested parties, a new ministry 
was taking shape. Starting this fall, all Middle School Youth 
are meeting together every Wednesday for a meal, a lesson, 
and activities. 
  

But calling them Club 56 and JYF was getting a little clunky 
and didn’t really capture this new thing that had begun. So it 
was up to the youth to decide a name for themselves, a 
special name that would set them apart. After some 
explanation, some group work, and a vote, they came up 
with an acronym that would fit with SHINE but would also 
be different: RAY. 
  

RAY stands for Really Awesome Youth. Obviously, they 
are a humble bunch. Actually, I’d say they have a lot to be 
proud of. They worked together well in discerning this 
name. They have excellent and creative leaders. They have 
the potential to teach us a thing or two about what it means 
to follow Jesus—so keep your eyes open for how God is 
working in and through them. 
  

And by the way, I don’t need any credit for this. This is the 
result of the hard work of Christy Brenneman, Susan Lamb, 
Patrice LeFevre, and many other supporting leaders. I just 
try to stay out of the way and help out where I can. Thanks 
to all of you!
